Recognizing that the accessibility and affordability of higher education has become issue 
during this yearÕs ASUO Elections, issues surrounding campaign expenditures have come 
into question as to ensure the parity and equality amongst all ASUO Executive 
candidates. In a recent article released by the Oregon Daily Emerald, the expenditures of 
Kari Herinckx and Jesse Hough indicate a contribution over the $500.00 from Cimmeron 
Gillepsie. 
 
Even though the Kari and Jesse campaign refused to include CimmeronÕs non-material 
contribution of horrific drum playing, the campaign did not accurately list his monetary 
contribution of $500.07. Integrity and honesty are important characteristics when electing 
the next ASUO Executive and this lack of transparency should be made aware to the 
public. 
  
Descr ibe any steps that you have taken to resolve the confl ict.  Include any official 
procedures that have been fol lowed.  
  
I have asked the ASUO Elections Board to release the most recent copy of Kari and 
JesseÕs campaign expenditures. Until this date, no expenditure form has accurately 
reflected Mr. GillepsiesÕ contributions.  
 
Are you aware of any laws, rules, etc. that you bel ieve have been violated?  If so, 
please l ist them.  Please refer  to the University and State laws.  
 
The Kari and Jesse for ASUO Executive Campaign was in violation of the following 
ASUO Election Rules: 
 

4.6 All candidates, campaign managers, and campaign committees 
shall f ile a ÒContribution and Expenditure FormÓ with the ASUO 
Elections Board.  Specif ic dates for f il ing expenditure forms are 
outlined in the timeline found in the ASUO Elections Packet.  Blank 
forms will be provided by the ASUO Office Assistants and ASUO 
Elections Board.  The form must include an estimate, to the nearest ten 
dollar-mark, of the total amount spent by the candidate or campaign 
committee, and must be submitted even if zero dollars were spent by 
the candidate, campaign manager, or campaign. 
 
The forms must be received by the 5 p.m. deadline on the dates listed in 
the ASUO Elections Packet, and must be signed by the candidate, 
campaign manager or committee.  Failure to submit the form will result 
in suspended campaigning until the form is received and the candidate 
receives notice from the Elections Board. 

 
The form must also list the name of any person or organization that 
contributed any amount of money to the campaign during the reporting 
period.  Contributions shall include materials, supplies, and monetary 
contributions as set under the guidelines set in 6.11. 
 
6.11 The campaign committees of all candidates for election, and 
the campaign committees promoting or opposing any ballot measure 
shall maintain itemized, current, and complete records of the sources 



and amounts of f inancial contributions received in the course of all 
campaigns.  Each such committee shall provide the ASUO Elections 
Board with copies of these records at the Elections BoardÕs request.  
Copies of any records requested by the Elections Board shall be made 
available to the public no later than two calendar days prior to the date 
of any ASUO Election at a location and time to be announced by the 
Election Board. 
 
 A. For purposes of this section, Òfinancial contributionsÓ shall 
be deemed to include the contribution of material resources and 
supplies, as well as monetary contributions. 
 
 B. For purposes of this section, Òcampaign committeesÓ shall 
be deemed to include any individual or group of individuals, electors or 
non-electors, undertaking in any concerted way to promote or oppose a 
candidate or ballot measure. 

 
What is your  desir ed outcome of the grievance/complaint?  
 
Kari, Jesse, and all other candidates listed on the ÒRock the YellowÓ website should be 
disqualified and removed from the ASUO Elections Ballot. While it may be difficult to 
account for all expenses associated with a campaign, candidates that intentionally lied 
and provided erroneous information to the public should be punished for their actions. 
Nevertheless, any action taken by the ASUO Elections Board and/or the ASUO 
Constitution Court to instill parity and fairness in this Election as a result of this violation 
will be so accepted by this campaign. It is not fair that this campaign accepted 
contributions over 500.00 where other campaigns were prohibited from doing so. 
 

 



EXIGENT CIRCUMSTANCES 
 
The ASUO Constitution Court should hear this complaint with haste. Given that Matthew 
Rose, Campaign Manager for ÒRock the YellowÓ/ÓAmp Up Your PowerÓ has requested 
this Court to authorize a new primary ASUO Executive Election, this grievance should be 
ruled no later than on April 19, 2008.
