a. Senator Gower calls the meeting to order at 8:16pm in the EMU Walnut Room on Thursday November 19, 2009

II. Approval of the Agenda:

a. Senator Blanchard moves to approve the agenda

b. Senator Diamond second

c. Motion passes16-0-0
III. Senator Diamond moves to table agenda until December 2nd.  

a. Senator Blanchard seconds 

b. Motion Passes 16-0-0
IV. Special Requests: 

a. Riverfront Resolution:

i. Presenters say they got 644 student signatures on a document to slow down development. Passes out a memo sent to President Kallaway from the administration.  

ii. President Kallaway: Got additional information about the Riverfront Resolution, all included in the memo. 

iii. Some of the new information is the possible creation of 300 jobs. The memo articulates environmental aspects of building. As stated before the resolution is not anti-development. The new information is important and they are ready to field questions from senate. Says they need more student involvement and encourage a larger plan. Didn’t send the memo through email because of potential confidentiality issues.

iv. Dr. Shang says his intent was that Kallaway would discuss the memo, but was concerned about confidentiality. Vice president Holmes spoke directly about encouraging more student involvement and students will be included in the committee for development. 

v. Senator Tipitino moves to approve riverfront resolution.

1. Senator Miller seconds 

vi. Senator Diamond asks if the changes seemed acceptable to senators, everyone read it? 

1. Senate seems to approve of the changes. 

vii. Senator Stark says there is good balance between development and student input in the revised resolution. 

viii. President Kallaway clarifies that they have promised to include student input and the resolution encourages including students throughout process. 

ix. Presenters met with individuals 4 weeks before meeting with the administration. Developers want to break ground in August and student voice not taken into account in that decision.

x. Senator Weintraub asks if the administration would see passing the resolution as a sign of disrespect? 

1. President Kallaway says they run that risk. 

xi. Senator Weintraub asks President Kallaway if she is against the resolution. 

1. President Kallaway says she supports the resolution and was simply expressing that the administration was late in involving students in the process.

2. One of most frustrating issues is that students have been opposed to this type of development and this stance should have been addressed earlier.  

xii. Senator McCafferty asks Dr. Shang for the administrations perspective 

xiii. Dr. Shang says that he would like to be informational. He was impressed with his discussion with Kallaway and the University administration. They discussed complicated topics and he thought it was very successful in discussing the environment and student involvement. Tried to respond quickly to the lack of student voice and 2 students were immediately put on the board. Impressed that there were genuine concerns for the issues raised by ASUO

xiv. Senator McCafferty says the resolution is good and senate should be confident in passing it.  

xv. Senator Blanchard says that with the new information he encourages the body to pass the resolution. 

xvi. Senator Griffin calls to question 

1. Senator Miller seconds 

2. Call to Question Passed

xvii.  President Kallaway says that best way to move forward with the issue is a motion of support for the resolution. This will happen in January and it would be helpful if one senator would work one on one with executive.
